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TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Oldham Council for Voluntary Youth Services (O.C.V.Y.S) operates a mini bus scheme that is for the use of organisations and groups within its membership. These are managed and operated by OCVYS Transport and Travel Limited.
Hiring of the vehicles must be done through its named officers, and is subject to the driver undertaking to study and to agree with the transport guidelines.  The driver must complete the driver approval form.

There will be a bond of one hundred pound (£100) required by each organisation or group.  This is to be held by O.C.V.Y.S. Transport and Travel Limited in case of group /organisation negligence or failure to comply with the driver’s responsibility as per the transport guidelines.

There will be a daily contribution towards the running of the scheme.


In the event of an accident/incident, organisations/groups are liable to pay the insurance and risk excess of £200.00 per accident/incident outstanding claims must be settled in full before further use. In addition to any statutory requirement, we require that a written report of any accident/incident giving full details: including names & addresses of drivers/witnesses; insurance details of the other driver, be reported to OCVYS Transport and Travel within 24 hours. Failure to do so could affect membership of the scheme and will increase costs to the member 

Each driver under the scheme undertakes to promptly notify O.C.V.Y.S Transport and Travel. of any change in the status of their driving licence. This includes any motoring conviction/endorsements or any change in class of vehicle or conditions imposed. Non notification will render the driver and member personally liable for any costs occurred in the result of an accident/incident.
